But this brave young boy met the challenge head on and
emerged with flying colours.  This is a real life story that happened about a year ago.
R.M.Vijay is the son of Shri. R. M. Srinivasan and Smt. Padmini Srinivasan. He was 15
years old and was studying in 10th Std. ICSE. While he was traveling with his mother on
a scooter, they were hit by a BMTC bus and suffered severe head injury. He was admitted
to NINHANs where he had to undergo a surgery and stay on for two months of treatment.
Despite all this Vijay took his 10th std. exam and obtained very good marks. He is now
doing his 1st PUC at Vijaya College.
Mandayam News congratulates him on this spectacular feat and his family members for
rallying round and supporting him so admirably.
In this write up, Shri. R.M. Srinivasan shares with the readers what all they went through.

The Accident
On 27th Nov 08, my wife Padmini Srinivasan and son
R.M.Vijay (15 years old) were traveling on a Honda Scooter
near 9th Block, Jayanagar. Their scooter was hit by an
over speeding BMTC bus. The vehicle was in great speed
and the driver jumped the red signal. Padmini was wearing
a helmet and the pillion rider, Vijay, did not have a helmet.
According to eyewitnesses and the police constable at
the junction, they heard a loud noise and the scooter
was seen below the bus.
Vijay was moved to NIMHANS in a police assisted
Ambulance while Padmini was lying on the road
unattended. A lady traveling in an auto in the same
direction took pity and with the help of the onlookers,
shifted Padmini to a nursing home nearby.
A witness from accident site called me at my office in
Jayanagar and informed me of the accident and Padmini
lying on the road in a semi conscious condition. I called
my older son Vasuki, who was at home, and came to
know that my wife and son had gone to Big Bazaar for
shopping. I asked Vasuki to proceed to accident site while
I started calling all my relatives, friends and family
physician to stand by. In the next 20 minutes I reached
the accident site only to find that both had been shifted
to NIMHANs.
Scene at NIMHANs
Both Padmini & Vijay were in the Emergency ward area
and the doctors asked me to complete the necessary
formalities. Vijay was operated in the head. Padmini was

moved to Apollo hospital as she had minor injuries. All
my family members arrived at the scene and some of
them took turns staying at the hospitals.
Vijay was hospitalized for 2 months. He was a 10th Std.
ICSE student at that time and had excellent co-operation
from the doctors & nursing staff, who allowed him to
carry on with his revision studies at the hospital. He wrote
his exams with his head still in a bandage. Considering
the gravity of the situation, the ISCE board, New Delhi,
specially allowed him extra time, to enable him to
complete writing his exams without any tension. Vijay
got through the exams scoring an average of over 80 %.
He is currently studying 1st year PUC in Vijaya Composite
College at Jayangar.
We thank Lord Narasimha and all the well wishers who
have extended their support in bring Vijay out the accident
trauma.
I would appeal to all two wheeler riders to:

Wear good quality Helmets with neck strap in place
while riding.
The pillion rider should also wear a helmet.
Keep your vehicle in good condition with periodical
service.
Remember, no matter how good a driver you are,
there are careless drivers on the road.
